Elevators provide safe and convenient access in our
rapid moving society, but it is important to remember
that they are unattended machines without
conscience. Every effort is made by the State of

Maryland to ensure their safe operation.

Each year Maryland Inspectors conduct routine in-
spections on over 20,000 elevators, escalators,
moving walks, and other types of lift equipment used

by the Maryland public.

It is through these inspections where deficiencies are
identified that can cause harm to users. Laws are in
place to prevent the operation of dangerous lift
equipment, and re-inspections are required in many

cases to ensure the safety of the public.

Elevator Etiquette

Stand back from the doors.

Hold the handrail, if available.

Pay attention to the floor indications.

If the doors do not open when the elevator
stops, push the Door Open button.

If there is an emergency—use the provided
phone or emergency device.

Be considerate. Keep elevator clean for

passenger comfort.
