SECA401: Security Essentials - Network, Endpoint, and Cloud
SEC504: Hacker Tools, Techniques, and Incident Handling

GFACT (GIAC Foundational Cybersecurity Technologies)
GSEC (GIAC Security Essentials)
GCIH (GIAC Certified Incident Handler)

5. Am | eligible?

At least 18 years old.

A Maryland resident.

A United States citizen or permanent resident.

Not currently employed in IT or information security (military experience exempt).

Not holding or pursuing a Masters or Ph.D. in information security, or enrolled in a related college program
Demonstrate genuine interest in cybersecurity.

Priority is given to underemployed/unemployed individuals, BIPOC, women, veterans, and military spouses.
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6. What is the application process?

To apply for this training program, fill out the online application, which includes an aptitude test, resume
submission, and possibly an interview.

7. How much can | expect to earn if | complete this program and obtain employment?

Trainees who complete this program and obtain employment can expect to earn $80,000-$90,000 average

salary.

There is no cost to trainees.
