We provide hands-on automotive training to individuals facing barriers to employment—with the goal of job placement in the industry. Interns repair donated vehicles, which are then awarded to low-income families, helping to eliminate transportation barriers while building real-world skills.



During our 12-week training, we equip our interns with the necessary knowledge and skills to gain employment in the automotive industry. Interns will receive Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) classroom training as well as hands-on training. Our interns are lectured on following:

	6  What is the application process: 1. Submit Interest Form
Interested individuals begin by completing the online interest form at www.Fullcircleautotraining.org. After submission, they will be contacted with an invitation to attend an Information Session.
2. Information Session & Tour
Participants attend an in-person session to: Learn about the training program and Full Circle/VFC’s mission, provide basic information, including referral source, determine alignment with program goals and expectations, complete a 20-question aptitude assessment, fill out a pre-screening form covering demographics, background, and skill level
3. Share Day (Upon Successful Pre-Screening)
Participants take part in a hands-on experience that includes:
-2 hours of classroom instruction
-Job shadowing on the shop floor
Engagement is evaluated based on:
-Active participation 
-Willingness to ask questions
-Involvement in tasks
Instructors assess trainability by observing:
-Ability to follow instructions
-Overall potential to succeed in the program
4. Enrollment (Upon Successful Completion of Share Day)
Candidates who demonstrate readiness and potential are invited to officially enroll in the program.
