	1  Organization providing the training: Automobile Dealer Education Institute (ADEI)
	2  Physical location training occurs: ADEI apprenticeship training takes place at participating new-car dealership locations across the Washington, D.C. metro area, including Maryland, Virginia, and D.C. Specific placement sites will be confirmed upon enrollment.
	3  Description of the training offered: ADEI offers a comprehensive, earn-while-you-learn apprenticeship program that prepares individuals for a career as an automotive technician. Over the course of two years, apprentices receive hands-on experience at a sponsoring dealership while attending weekly classroom instruction delivered by ASE-certified instructors. The curriculum emphasizes both foundational knowledge and manufacturer-specific skills. Apprentices benefit from mentoring, career coaching, and advancement opportunities within the industry.

	5  Am I eligible: Possess a valid driver’s license and clean driving record
Demonstrate a genuine interest in automotive technology
Pass a basic job interview at a local dealership
Be willing to commit to both the work and classroom components of the program
	6  What is the application process: Interested candidates should complete an initial interest form on our website at www.adei-programs.org. Qualified applicants will be invited to interview and demonstrate basic mechanical aptitude. Program staff will work with successful candidates to secure a placement with a sponsoring dealership.
	7  What job positions might I be eligible for once I complete the training: Entry-level automotive technicians in the D.C. metro area typically earn between $16 and $24 per hour, with opportunities to earn more as experience, skills, and certifications increase.
	8  How much can I expect to earn if I complete this program and obtain employment: There is no cost to the apprentice. The ADEI program is fully funded through industry partnerships and philanthropic support, making it free to qualified participants.
