25% of the PY 2009 youth allocations are available effective April 1, 2009.
If you would like to request 25% of your youth funds with an effective date of April 1, 2009, please submit three original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds immediately.
The initial PY 2009 Adult and Dislocated Worker formula allocations are available effective July 1, 2009. Please submit three original WIA Signature Sheets along with three original Concurrence Sheets and a program narrative no later than June 19, 2009. 
The PY 2010 Adult and Dislocated Worker formula allocations will be available on October 1, 2009, and will be issued under a separate grant number.  Requests for these funds must be received no later than September 30, 2009.
Please note that these funds must be spent concurrently with the ARRA funds.
